Jailed prolife
activist’s case
reaches
Supreme Court

Linda Gibbons, the prolife activist who has spent 700
consecutive days behind bars for her refusal to stop
picketing in front of a Toronto abortion clinic, will get her
case heard in the Supreme Court of Canada — but it
does not mean she will leave jail anytime soon.

The argument that will be presented to the court, likely in
the fall, is that the Criminal Code was used to abuse Ms.
Gibbons and that the Crown showed a heavy
handedness not fitting her offences, defense lawyer
Daniel Santoro said. “Legally, it means the Supreme
Court of Canada has decided to hear an appeal by Ms.
Gibbons on the issue of whether the criminal court can
be used to prosecute injunctions made by civil courts,” he
said. “Getting leave to the Supreme Court is very rare
and we are very excited they will hear us. Ms. Gibbons
has been arrested roughly 20 times for various offences
under the Criminal Code and has been behind bars
nearly nine of the past 16 years — almost as much time
as Karla Homolka spent in prison. Please continue to
