Why is our culture so utterly depraved? 
 
I can only think of what Alexandr Solzhenitsyn said 
about the catastrophic consequences of the Russian 
revolution. ñI recall,ò he said, ñhearing a number of 
older people offer the following explanation for the 
great disasters that had befallen Russia: Men have 
forgotten God; that's why all this has happened.ò 
 
Solzhenitsyn was right. Indeed, I canôt find any better 
explanation for why we Americans find ourselves in the 
state we are in. We have forgotten God. 
 
Friends have asked me whether this economic crisis is 
Godôs judgment upon us. I donôt know. 
 
As Iôve re-read the Old Testament prophets recently, I 
couldnôt help but notice the recurring theme: The 
people of God turned away from Him and worshipped 
false idols. The result was always disaster. 
 
Is God responsible for credit markets collapsing 
around the world? No. Weôre responsible. Because 
instead of worshiping God, weôve worshipped false 
idols of the marketplace, credit card companies and 
cheap mortgages. Weôve put our own appetites over 
our duties to God and neighbor. 

 
So this is no time for Christians to go into the bunkers. 
No time to wail or moan over our retirement plans. This 
is a time to repent, to pray more, to give more. Itôs a 
time for Christians to lead, encourage, and minister to 
a faltering country in a faltering economy. 
 
This is a time for the Church to get serious about 
Christian discipleship. Enough cheap grace.  
 
So pray for the new President and his administration. 
But most of all, my brothers and sisters, this is a time 
to love our neighbors and to hunger for God and His 
righteousness.*

New board members welcomed. Meetings held bimonthly first Tuesday, 5:30 pm, at EPL office. All EPL members welcome to at
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OTTAWA, November 4, 2008ï While Monday marked 
the official close of the North American 40 Days for Life 
campaign, many pro-life leaders say they expect the 
campaign was really the start of something much 
bigger. This is true especially in Ottawa, the only 
Canadian city to participate in the pro-life effort, where 
the overarching success of the campaign has spurred 
many campaign leaders to believe that one day 
Canada will host a nationwide 365 Days for Life. 
 
40 Days for Life is an intensive pro-life campaign that 
features 40 days of prayer and fasting, peaceful vigil at 
abortion facilities, and grassroots educational 
outreach. The 40-day time frame is drawn from 
examples throughout Biblical history where God 
brought about world-changing transformations in 40-
day periods. 
 
Over 500 people showed up to the closing rally in 
Canada's capital to hear special addresses from 
Archbishop Prendergast of Ottawa and Debbie Fisher 
from the Silent No More Awareness Campaign, and 
above all, celebrate an incredibly successful 40 Days 
for Life in Ottawa. After the speeches, the vigil 
participants processed by candlelight from the Abortion 
mill to a packed St. Patrick's Basilica for Mass and a 
reception. 
 
John Pacheco of 40 Days for Life was thrilled with the 
campaign's results. He reflected on how 750 people 
helped hold a 960-hour continuous vigil in front of the 
Morgentaler abortuary on Bank Street in Ottawa, 
helping change the hearts of hundreds of men and 
women and literally saving the lives of at least three 
babies. 
 
"Over the last 40 days, some 750 vigilers braved the 
rain, wind, cold, snow, and sleepless nights to witness 
to the Dignity of the unborn," recounted Pacheco. 
"Some of us were violently assaulted; and many of us 
were verbally abused. But we did not return the insult 
and we didn't raise our hand. We remained in 
solidarity with the unborn in their silent holocaust, 
and, as a result, the sacred cows of the pro-abortion 
propaganda were exposed. Many people were 
touched and a few were converted." 
 
While the tangible statistics of the campaign give 
great hope to the pro-life crowd, Pacheco believes the 
best is yet to come: 
 
"While I was praying outside the Mill around 2AM on 
Saturday morning (and accompanied by at least 12 
other people), I got the strange sense that while we 
shook things up at the Mill while we were there over 

the last 40 days, the final boot is going to fall now that 
the campaign is over." 
 
Pacheco believes that with some dedication and extra 
funding, 40 Days for Life can become a 365 day per 
year event in many Canadian cities. 
 
40 Days for Life also wrapped up in the U.S., where an 
incredible 441 (editor's note: number is now 520) lives 
were saved from abortion. Leaders also say that 
several abortion center workers quit their jobs, a 
number of clinics closed down for days, and thousands 
of hearts were touched.

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Pro-life protest lands Linda 

Gibbons in jail 
TORONTO - Just two days after being released from a 
prison in Milton, Ont., at the end of September, 
longtime pro-life activist Linda Gibbons was ready to 
return to jail. 
 
And she did, a week later, on Oct. 8. She was to 
appear before a judge in October. 
For Gibbons, time in prison has turned into a pro-life 
ministry. After being arrested at least a dozen times 
and spending 75 months in prison over the past 14 
years for her silent protests outside abortion clinics in 
downtown Toronto, the 60-year-old grandmother of five 
and mother of three said she was looking forward to 
seeing some familiar faces at the Vanier Centre for 
Women in Milton, northeast of Toronto.   
 
Gibbons and other pro-life protesters are prohibited 
from carrying on their protests within 60 feet of the 
Scott Clinic on Gerrard Street East. A 1994 injunction 
by the Ontario Supreme Court bars pro-life activists 
from picketing, sidewalk counselling and interfering 
with access to abortion services or the economic 
interests of the clinics. Gibbons, however, has chosen 
to disobey the order and stands near the entrance of 
the clinic with her sign, walking back and forth and 
talking to a few passersby. This has led to her frequent 
imprisonment. 
 
For Gibbons, the abortion issue is personal. As a 
pregnant 22-year-old young mother with one daughter 
already, and who was separated from her husband, 
Gibbons said she felt like she had to choose between 
staying in college or keeping the baby. So after 13 
weeks of pregnancy, Gibbons went into a downtown 
hospital for an abortion.  
 
ñEven though I was reckless in my thinking at that time, 
there was conscience that came into it. There was a 
certain sense of shame that you shouldnôt be, you 
know,ò she said. 
 
Gibbonsô protest has taken on a familiar routine. First, 
thereôs the arrest like the one on Oct. 8. Two police 
officers and two local sheriffs surrounded Gibbons 
outside the Scott Clinic. Just before she was 
handcuffed and driven to a nearby police station, they 
took away her placard with a babyôs face on it that 
reads: ñWhy mom? When I have so much to give.ò The 
sheriff then read aloud part of the injunction which 
Gibbons is accused of disobeying. After the injunction 
was read and the sheriff handed her the document, 
Gibbons ripped it in half and continued her silent 
protest. 
 

There was also an overnight stay at the police station, 
sleeping on a cement bench in a cell, without socks or 
shoes, before the court hearing the next day. 
 
Before her October arrest, Gibbons said she was 
looking forward to starting Bible classes in prison 
again, which she usually holds in the morning and 
early evening (and once during a prison lockdown).  
 
Gibbonsô supporters argue that arresting her for 
protesting peacefully and exercising her freedom of 
speech is unfair. But the Ontario Supreme Court said 
in its ruling that there was a reasonable limit on pro-
lifersô freedom of expression outside abortion facilities.  
 
Now, some pro-life activists believe there might be a 
changing of the tide, leading to a direct challenge to 
the 14-year-old injunction. In previous arrests, Gibbons 
had been charged with disobeying a police officer. But 
on Sept. 30, a judge dismissed charges of obstructing 
a police officer, saying disobeying a court order does 
not constitute obstructing justice. 
 
This time, Gibbons is being charged with disobeying a 
court order. 
 
Gibbonsô advocates say itôs about bringing the focus 
back to an issue where Canadian lawmakers have 
fallen silent. 
 
ñWhat Linda is doing is shining a light on the extent to 
which the state is engaged in protecting an unfettered 
abortion licence in this country,ò said Phil Horgan, 
president of the Catholic Civil Rights League. 
 
Known as the ñabortion ladyò in jail, Gibbons has 
several mementos from prison, including a letter from a 
woman who wrote: 
 
ñDear Linda, I will always remember you not as my cell 
mate but as an angel brought to me to guide me 
through this stormy time in my life, you have helped 
make me stronger and made me realize I did the right 
thing keeping my baby and being able to find a nice 
Christian home for my little kickboxer as I would call 
he.ò 
 
As for what keeps her going, Gibbons, a devout 
Christian, said itôs ñthe love of God for His own babies.ò 
 
Her long-time friend Mary Burnie calls Gibbons ñbraveò 
and ñdeterminedò for choosing to make sacrifices for 
the cause. Burnie, now in her 60s, has participated at 
sit-ins outside the Scott and Morgentaler abortion 
clinics with Gibbons over the years and said Gibbonsô 
Oct. 8 arrest was tame compared to a previous 
encounter with police where at least a dozen police 
officers showed up.    
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Gibbons elicits little sympathy from the other side, 
however. Maria Corsillo, manager of the Scott Clinic, 
said Gibbons is ñsomeone who is self-obsessed, 
obsessed with her own point of view.ò 
 
ñWould you want someone questioning your right to go 
to the doctor of your choice, to talk about 
what you perceive to be your own health 
problem?ò asked Corsillo. 
 
She said the pro-lifersô behaviour over 
the years has been threatening to the 
clinicôs staff and patients, adding that 
Gibbons is not trained to provide any 
counselling. 
 
ñWe donôt do counselling or medical care 
on the sidewalk and sheôs not a licensed 
health professional,ò Corsillo said. ñItôs 
not her job or responsibility to interfere in 
another personôs medical care. If sheôs 

that worried about free speech, she has 
it 60 feet away.ò 
 
Joanne Dielemen, 72, the former 
director of Aid to Women, a group 
which helps pregnant women in Toronto, said not 
everyone would be prepared to go to prison for what 
Gibbons does. Dielemen was arrested once with 
Gibbons during a pro-life sit-in where protesters tried to 
block the way into an abortion clinic.  
 
ñI know some people think itôs a waste of time. Itôs not. 
Even if she doesnôt get anything done with the abortion 
issue, she is a great missionary in the jail itself,ò she 
said. 
 
As for going to prison for her beliefs, Gibbons said itôs 
what sheôs been called to do. 
 
ñPeople talk about the tension we create in society 
about the abortion issue,ò Gibbons said. ñAnd weôre 
saying, itôs a necessary tension.ò

International Call for the Rights and 
Dignity of the Human Person and 
the Family  
 
We, the citizens of UN member states, in this year of 
the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of 
Human Rights, adopted and proclaimed by the UN 
General Assembly resolution 217 A (III) of 10 
December 1948,  
Recalling that:  
The Universal Declaration is a common standard of 
achievement for all peoples and all Nations,  
Bearing in mind that:  
Human rights, dignity, freedom, equality, solidarity and 
justice constitute the spiritual and moral patrimony on 
which the union of Nations is based,  
Stress that:  
Proper consideration must be given to  
1. The right to life of every human being, from 
conception to natural death, each child having the right 
to be conceived, born and educated within the family, 
based on marriage between a woman and a man, the 
family being the natural and fundamental group unit of 
society,  
2. The right of every child to be educated by his or 
her parents, who have a prior and fundamental right 
to choose the kind of education that shall be given to 
their children.  
Therefore, we call upon:  
All governments to interpret the Universal Declaration 
of Human Rights properly such that:  
Everyone has the right to life, liberty and security of 
person (Article 3)  
Men and women of full age, without any limitation due 
to race, nationality or religion, have the right to marry 
and to found a family (Article 16).  
The family is the natural and fundamental group unit of 
society and is entitled to protection by society and the 
State (Article 16).  
Motherhood and childhood are entitled to special care 
and assistance (Article 25).  
Parents have a prior right to choose the kind of 
education that shall be given to their children (Article 
26).
